Abstract  
 
It is alarming that 3.6 billion people in the world do not have access to safe sanitation. In 
order to raise awareness on the need to address and tackle the global sanitation problem, the 
United Nations observes World Toilet Day on 19th November every year. Access to safe 
sanitation facilities is an important prerequisite for health and hygiene, and a dignified life.
